?  Do the cards cost extra?  The card is redeemable for the face value.

?  Do they expire?   There is no expiration date
?  How does the church benefit?   5% of the gross sales is remitted by Kroger to UU of Savannah.
? How do I pay for the card?  Make your check payable to UU of Savannah.  We can accept cash.  Cannot           accept credit or debit cards.
?  What are the values of the cards?   $25, $50, $75 and $100.
?  Can I buy alcoholic beverages?  Yes    ? Can I buy gas?  Yes   Can I buy tobacco?  Yes 
?  Can I buy Lottery tickets, money orders, stamps?  No 
?  Will I get the senior and other priority rebates using the card?  Yes,  if you qualify.

?  When will I get my order?  Delivery is planned for the following Sunday in the FH.  You will be informed
    if there is an exception
?  Can I order cards for other family members, friends and neighbors?   Yes
?  Is the card replaceable?.  No  If it’s lost or stolen it cannot be replaced.  Consider them the same way as     cash.
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
